HEALTHY COMMUNITIES SMALL GRANTS PROGRAMME





The People’s Health Trust is a registered charity which funds projects addressing health inequalities across England, Scotland and Wales. The Trust is funded by 51 local society lotteries and the good cause money they raise through The Health Lottery.





The Healthy Communities Small Grants Programme is now open. The Healthy Communities Programme makes grants of £5,000 - £10,000 to small community and voluntary organisations to support an improvement in health and well-being in their local communities.

BBC CHILDREN IN NEED (UK)





BBC Children in Need provides grants for up to three years to properly constituted not for profit organisations working with disadvantaged young people aged 18 or under. Within the BBC Children in Need grants programme, organisations can apply for Small Grants of £10,000 or less per year for up to three years and for Main Grants of over £10,000 per year for up to three years. Funding is available to organisations (including schools) that work with young people 12 who are suffering from illness, distress, abuse or neglect, are disabled, have behavioural or psychological difficulties and / or are living in poverty or situations of deprivation.

BIG LOTTERY LAUNCHES £10 MILLION SUSTAINABLE LIVING FUND (ENGLAND)

The Communities Living Sustainably Fund is designed to support partnerships of public, private and voluntary sector bodies which are helping communities address the economic, social and environmental effects of climate change.


It is expected that up to 10 communities will be supported with a mixture of expert support and advice, up to £10,000 development funding to support the applications and grant funding of up to £1 million.


Partnerships must be able to meet the overall aim of the scheme, which is to learn how best to empower communities to live in a sustainable way and cope with the impact of climate change and achieve all of the following outcomes:


Communities are better prepared for environmental challenges and longer term environmental change and understand the improvements they can make to live more sustainably. 


Vulnerable people affected by the impacts of climate change are able to make greener choices to help improve their quality of life. 


Communities maximise the use of their assets and resources to create new economic opportunities and live more sustainably by, for example, using the skills and knowledge of individuals within their community to create green social enterprises and jobs. 


Communities have a greater understanding of and more opportunities to use natural resources more efficiently. 


The total fund value is £10 million. Grants of £500,000 and £1 million are available for up to five years. Additionally, grants of up to £10,000 are available to develop a project delivery plan.


The deadline for submissions of Expressions of Interest is noon on 31 January 2012.�

HERITAGE GRANTS OVER £1 MILLION (UK)





Under the Heritage Grants scheme funding is available for projects that relate to the national, regional or local heritage of the UK. To be eligible for funding a project must; help people to learn about their own and other people’s heritage; conserve the UK’s diverse heritage for present and future generations to experience and enjoy; and help more people, and a wider range of people, to take an active part in and make decisions about heritage.





HLF welcome applications from single organisations and partnerships. Priority is given to not-for-profit organisations, and partnerships led by not-for-profit organisations. If private owners are involved, HLF expect the public benefit to be greater than any private gain. In addition, the HLF also makes grants of £50,001 - £1 million; and Grants in excess of £5 million. COMIC RELIEF GRANTS





Comic Relief has announced that its UK grants programme is due to re-open for applications on the 29th June 2012. Through its UK grants programme voluntary and community based organizations can apply for grants through a number of different funding schemes. These include:

HEALTH AND SOCIAL CARE VOLUNTEERING FUND (ENGLAND)





ECORYS and Department of Health have opened the second funding round of the Health and Social Care Volunteering Fund and are now accepting applications. The fund will support health and social care projects that encourage volunteer involvement in key areas such as personal budgets, cutting smoking and encouraging healthy eating. Grants will be awarded to projects that develop new, improved and/or streamlined systems in health and social care volunteering rather than projects that can simply supply core services.





Projects can apply for up £200,000 per annum for up to three years. Projects should have national 'reach' by operating across at least four localities in different regions/counties geographically spread across England. Proposals for funding should differ substantially in scale and priorities from the fund's local projects for which there are separate calls for applications. The scheme is open to national charities and partnerships of voluntary organisations, as well as social enterprises, co-operatives and other not-for profit organisations, with social aims.





The closing date for stage 1 applications is the 18th January 2012. Shortlisted applicants will then have the opportunity to develop a stage 2 application which will need to be submitted by the 16th April 2012.

ARTS COUNCIL ENGLAND ANNOUNCES STRATEGIC FUNDING PROGRAMME (ENGLAND)





Arts Council for England has announced its new Strategic Funding Programme. Strategic funding will be potentially available to any individual, organisation or consortia that meet the eligibility criteria and can demonstrate how their proposed activity meet the aims and objectives the Arts Council have identified in the delivery of their priorities.





Strategic funding will be used alongside the Arts Council’s National portfolio investment to target particular challenges, opportunities or gaps in the delivery of those priorities. £440 million of strategic funding will be invested between 2012 and 2015. Funding through the strategic programme will be awarded in three different ways. Through a small number of targeted grant programmes (Catalyst; Capital; Touring); through grant commissions; currently (Audience focus and Artsmark) and through the general strategic grant programme, which is due to open in spring 2012.

THE AUDIENCE FOCUS FUND 


ARTS COUNCIL ENGLAND





The Audience Focus fund is provided and administered by Arts Council England and aims to engage more people in museums, libraries and the arts by supporting organisations to understand retain and develop their audiences.


There are three available strands:


Strand 1: Understanding audiences: 


Supporting the development of national approaches to collecting, sharing and applying audience data and intelligence, to enable funded organisations to gain practical insight into current and potential audiences.


Strand 2: Collaborative action: 


Supporting collaborative marketing and audience development activity to increase family and cross-generation attendance and participation in the arts.


Strand 3: Best practice: 


Supporting the implementation of national approaches, tools, resources and training to raise and maintain standards of best practice in marketing and audience development.


Projects must address the following outcomes:


An increase in the numbers of people regularly engaging in the arts.


A wider range of people participating in the arts, particularly those who may have little or no current engagement.


More resilient National portfolio organisations, museums and libraries through increased earned income from the public and via efficiency savings through collaborative activity.


Sustainable projects and services which support the arts and cultural sector to continue to increase reach and improve engagement.


The total fund available for 1 April 2012 to 31 March 2015 is £7.5 million.


It is anticipated that 10-15 awards will be made over the next three years, at a minimum of £100,000.

HEALTH AND SOCIAL CARE VOLUNTEERING FUND
